GENERAL GUIDE LINES FOR SCHOOL BUS

1-The EIB shall paint golden yellow with brown boarder.
SCHOOL/COLLEGE name with address, telephone number and mobile
number shall be displayed on the left side and rear exterior of the vehicle to
contact emergency situation.

2 -The EIB shall be fitted with a speed governor confirming to the prescribed
standard for restricting the speed of 50 km/h

3- The EIB shall have a fire extinguisher.

4- The permit issued in respect of the EIB shall be deemed to be invalid from
the date on which the vehicle complete the age as prescribed by the RTA. The
vehicle more than 15 years old shall not be used as Educational Institution
Bus.

5- No EIB shall carry more than one student in a seat. Adequate space shall
be provided to keep school bags and allied in school bus.

6- The school management shall appoint the driver having minimum 10 years
experience of driving the similar category of vehicles, and shall not punished
at any time for drunken driving, over speed and rash and negligent driving.
The age of the driver not to be more than 60 years and PTA should be
informed about the appointment of the driver

7- An able bodied attendant for each door should be available for safe



boarding, carriage and alighting of students and the Attendant shall never be
allowed to drive the vehicle under any circumstances.

8- An emergency exit shall be provided with safety glass on the vehicle and
the word “EMERGENCY EXIT “shall be displayed in red clour in white
background both inside and outside of the emergency exit. Every EIB shall be
provided with side window on either side having not less than 55 cm height 70
cm length and the door shutter fitted with safe lock system

9- First aid box with necessary medicine and equipments shall be kept in the
vehicle. Every month the principal / nodal officer and parents committee shall
check the FAB and recorded in to the register.

10- .The EIB shall be equipped with convex cross view mirror by which the
driver can see the exit and entrance clearly. It shall also be equipped with
large parabolic rear view mirror to enable the driver to have a clear view of the
inside of the vehicle

11- The vehicle shall carry a complete list of students traveling by that
particular bus. The list shall be included the details of students like name,
class, residential address with contact number and place of halt. The list will
also indicate the route plan duly attested by the principal.

12- The school authorities shall maintain a register containing the details of
vehicles ply with their school children, name and address of the driver and
attendant and should verify the Tax, Insurance Certificate, Fitness Certificate,
Permit and the validity of driving License, in time to time.

13- A serially numbered complaint book shall be made available in every
School. Every month the book shall be inspected by the principal/ nodal
officer, to go through the complaint and to take necessary remedies

14- The students should be made to embark or disembark with the school
premises for safe boarding of students. The managements should provide
suitable parking place preferably within the premises for the buses



15- The management of Educational Institution shall conduct one day Road
Safety class every year for students in consultation with MVD, police and
Education depts.

16- Install GPS facility in all EIBs

DUTIESOFPTA

1-  The vehicle shall be inspected by the principal/nodal officer and parents
committee every month to verify the mechanical condition and the functioning
of the external features like wind screen, wiper, lights etc. the findings shall be
recorded in the register maintained in the vehicle and take steps to rectify the
defects if any

2-  The School authorities and parents committee should be involved in
making one teacher and a parent to travel in the bus from starting point to end
point every day by turn "

3- The school authorities and parents committee shall exercise proper control
over the operation of the vehicle and surprisingly watch the behavior / nature
of service rendered by the crews of School Bus. .

DUTY OF DRIVER/ ATTENDER

1- The driver of every EIB shall undergo one day refresher training course
organized by MV Department and obtained the certificate ,which shall be valid
for one year

2- The attendants shall help the students to get in and set down in the bus and
also they have to help the students while crossing the road.

3- While embarking and disembarking is going on, the Attendant shall stand
outside near the bus to see that safe embarking and disembarking is taken
place
