ORDER

The State mobilises resources for funding the budgeted programs according to the
priority of the Government. The revenue mobilization is in the form of Commercial taxes,
Stamp Duty, Motor Vehicle taxes, Registration fee, Excise revenue, license fee, proceeds
from lottery etc. Effective revenue mobilization to achieve full potential and the budgeted
targets will be very crucial for effective implementation of the budget provisions. This require
very robust monitoring system across the departments on a regular basis . The monitoring as
exists, especially the revenue collections on monthly basis of revenue earning departments
viz., Commercial Taxes, Excise, Kerala State Beverages Corporation, Lottery, Registration
and Motor Vehicles Departments is through a paper based report received on 5" of every
month, which will be compiled and consolidated at Governmeni level as a Monthly Revenue
Collection Statement and these statements are being circulated to Offices of Chief Minister,
Ministers for Finance, Excise, Registration, and Office of Additional Chief Secretary
(Finance).

2. In the present world of growing technology, where every minute data is available at
our fingertips, the practice of preparing Monthly Revenue Collection Statement manually and
maintaining the same in paper format has become obsolete Moreover, manual reporting
does not give scope for any analysis commodity-wise, trend analysis, comparability, areas to
be focused etc. '

3. Therefore, the Government have decided to introduce Revenue collection
Information Monitoring System (RIMS), an online, web based IT platform developed with the

help of National Informatics Centre (NIC), which bring all the revenue earning departments



under one platform and can be used by the permitted users. With the introduction of RIMS,
information will be available on finger tips. ' |

4. Data entered at sub-office levels of various departments gets consolidated
department wise and enables reports of Monthly Revenue collection data for each
department can be viewéd_‘Ofﬁce-Wise, scheme-wise, district-wise, month-wise data of the
departments will be available along with the monthly target and previous year data which will
enable to make a comparison. Graphical representation of data will also be available which
will help the user to understand the trends scheme-wise, district-wise. month-wise and year-
wise etc.

9. Therefore, the Government are pleased to launch RIMS for Commercial Taxes,
Excise, Lottery, Registration, Motor Vehicles Departments and Kerala State Beverages
Corporation from February, 2016 onwards after which the manual reporting will be dispensed
with. The data for the financial year 2014-2015 will also be updated for the access of the

users. The data upto date will be available online by 10" of e.2ry month. The Heads of the

above mentioned departments should appoint a nodal officer in their Head Quarters to

ensure timely data entry and monitor on a regular basis. NIC will enable the user login in
accordance with the orders of the undersigned and maintain the RIMS by hosting on the

cloud of the State Data Center.
